JUDGING: Entries will be judged on the basis of creativity, photographic quality,
and effectiveness in conveying the beauty and/or unique character of the KMTA in
one of the contest categories. Minor adjustments, including spotting, dodging and
burning, contrast and slight color adjustment or the digital equivalents, are
acceptable. If judges believe that a photograph has been significantly altered, they
reserve the right to disqualify it.

RIGHTS: Each photographer will retain all rights to any photograph submitted -
including ownership if applicable - other than those rights licensed in the next
sentence. By entering the contest, each photographer hereby grants to KMTA() a
nonexclusive, worldwide, irrevocable, royalty-free license to reproduce, edit,
distribute, publicly display the photographs submitted to the KMTA, and (ii) the
right to use the photographer’s name, city and state of residence in promotions
and other publications.

=  Submit Model Releases for all recognizable people present in your images. The
form is printable from kmtacorridor.org/photo-contests.
=  Submit photograph(s) one of two ways:

o Digitally via Google Drive. Email a link to your shared Google Drive to

IMAGE GUIDELINES:

e Photographs should be taken at the highest resolution possible.

e Images must be submitted digitally, labeled with the title, location, category,
and artist, and the digital image size must be set at a minimum of 300 dpi
and a uniform height/width of 8” by 10” or 8” by 12”

e Photographs must be in a .jpeg, .jpg, or .gif format.

e Winners may be asked to provide photos in .raw format if available or in larger
dimensions such as 16” by 20” or 16” by 24”.
